A new waste & garbage handling system will be developed and established in order to service the
trekking routes as well as the climbing expeditions in order to solve the problems of pollution in a
sustainable and long term manner.

Mount Everest and the region next to it is listed by UNESCO as a World Heritage Site and in order to
preserve the regions unique environment and natural beauty as well as ensure that Nepal will
continue to be a attractive tourist destination for adventurers and nature lovers in the future, makes
it necessary to clean up Mount Everest.

This is not a one time project but the objective is for Nepal thru this project to develop and establish
an infrastructure for a environmentally sustainable tourism in order to preserve this unique
environment for all future generations.
